Sustainable Development Gaal (SDG} target 5.1 calls for the
elimination of all forms of violence agalnst girls, and SDG target 16.2 calls for ending
all forms of violence against children. Access to education is equally prominent
within the SDGs, with 5DG target 4.a to buildand upgrade education facilities
that provide safe, nan-violent learning environments for afl,

Many efforts are underway that would help 1o achieve these goals. These
activities take placein various settings. Schools have been identifled as one
Important setting for conducting violence prevention efforts. The activities
promoted as part of this initiative complement Enbancing access to education
and praviding Iife skills training through schools form one of the strategies.

in schools, the provision of education and organized activities are
themselves powerful protection against violence. In addition, It is in these
settings that opportunities arise to shape attitudes and norms about the
acceptability of violence, alcohol and drug use, the carrying of weapons onto
school grounds and ather risks. In turn, preventing violence in the broader
saciety can directly benefit the core aim of schools to educate children, foster
high-quality lifelong learning, and empower leaners to be responsibie global
citizens.



A notion of a safe school must address this issue. The POCSO aims to protect
children from sexual violence, sexual harassment and use of and for
pornography, it fails to connect the victim with the law enforcement agency.
Palice comes in the picture only after an offence has been committed. Children
are not evern aware that they are covered within any ambit of legal support.

Thus, Police, UNICEF, and CCP together have developed a Safe School
Programme to create safe environment for children in and outside the school
premises. The preject would work towards bridging the gap hetween police
and children and building awareness among children and school staff {teachers
n non teachers) on the subjects of child protection. Safe Schoo! Programme
will be so implemented, that the role of stakeholders in suppaorting children in
situations of child abuse is clarified and accessibility is assured. It would alsa
establish with school authorities that as a risk mitigation measure, it is in their
interest to institutionalize child protection measures.

The project also seeks to inform and make children aware that in case of
sexual violence, sexua!l harassment and exploitation committed against them,
legal recourse is available. .

As per the SCRB Data till June’2018, few districts of Rajasthan had major
nummber of cases under POCSO act. In a similar report, .in a iocal newspaper-
Rajasthan Patrika,5 districts topped the list for POSCO filed cases.

Thus, keeping the news/report as basis, CCP sefected 5 districts for the
implementation of safe school program in the period of next 1 year, In the first '
year, the project will be implemented in five districts with maximum number
