ORDER

This misc. application has been filed by respondent
no.8. However, the Learned Counsel for the applicant
prays that he may be permitted to withdraw the
application, so as to file an exhaustive application.
Therefore, misc. application no. 1778/2018 is dismissed
as withdrawn, with liberty to the Applicant as aforesaid.

The remuneration of the Committee would be at Rs.
1 lakhs, to each Member and all other expenses like
logistic, photography etc. shall be borne by the
respondent no.8 at this stage. Subsequently, the amount
and expenses incurred in the visit of the Committee may
be modified, if deemed necessary.

The Committee is directed to submit the report
latest by 10.02.2019 and send a soft copy to the Registry.
The Registry shall thereafter upload the report on the
website of the NGT. The parties would be at liberty to file
response to the report, before the next date of hearing.
