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National Air Quality Monitoring Programme (NAMP) is nation-wide programme
of ambient air quality monitoring program executed by Central Pollution Control
Board in collaboration with State Pollution Control Board. Under NAMP ambient
air quality is monitored manually. Presently, State Board is monitoring Particulate

matter (PM,,), Sulfur Di- Oxide (SO,) Nitrogen Di Oxide (NO,) under NAMP at
09 locations in Jaipur.

Air Quality Index (AQI) is a tool for effective communication of air quality status
to people in terms, which are easy to understand. It transforms complex air quality
data of various pollutants into a single number (index value), nomenclature and
colour. Each of AQI categories is decided based on ambient concentration values
of air pollutants and their likely health impacts (known as health breakpoints).
