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The State Board has recently launched Environmental Audit Scheme (EAS) in the 
State to meet long standing need for improving level of regulatory compliances. 
Subsequently, Expression of Interest was invited for empanelment of auditors under the 
scheme by the State Board. Individuals/Institutions at Annexure 'A' are engaged as 
Environmental Auditors by the State Board to carry out environmental audits of the assigned 
industries:-

This engagement is strictly on temporary basis with the following terms and 
conditions:-

1. This is a purely temporary engagement which does not guarantee for any
employment in future in the State Board or any other government office.

11. Environment Auditors (EAs) empanelled by RSPCB would take up Environmental
Audit under this scheme.

iii. RSPCB will constitute the audit teams and assigns audits of concerned industries
from time to time for taking up audit under this scheme.

iv. Remuneration of Rs. 12,000/- per person day would be payable to EAs. No
accommodation will be provided to the auditors, and they have to make their own
arrangements during their period of audits. RSPCB would prescribe the duration and
broad scope of work on case-to-case basis. However, duration of the environmental
audit shall not exceed beyond five days.

v. Reimbursement of the invoices after submission of final audit reports by the EAs to
be done by concerning Group/Regional Office, as per prevailing delegation of power
at the State Board.

v1. Monitoring, sampling and analysis charges shall be paid extra as per rates approved
by RSPCB to be carried out laboratory accredited by MoEF-CC/NABL or
Laboratories approved by RSPCB for testing/monitoring.

vii. The EA would be expected to submit the draft audit report to the concerning Group
In-Charge(s) at RSPCB and concerning Regional Office for comments within 7 days
of completing visit to the unit/site, who in turn shall offer specific comments for
amendment in the report.

viii. EAs would be expected to modify reports on the basis of these recorded comments.
1x. If no comment is offered by the Group In-charge(s) or Regional Officer(RO) within 

15 days of submission, the Audit Report shall be considered as final. 
x. Final Audit Report shall be forwarded to the concerned unit, GIC, RO for necessary

action alongwith intimation to Project Cell at RSPCB, who shall initiate appropriate
action under provisions of relevant acts/ rules.

xi. The State Board reserves the right to delist defaulter EAs, in case:-
a. Any grievance/ complaint is received against environmental auditors by any
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
