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International biodiversity day

Various programs were organized on the occasion of International Biodiversity Day on 22 May this year.

1. Biodiversity Studies Workshop

On 22 May, a general biodiversity study was conducted in Keoladeo National Park in small teams to
educate the entire staff of the Bharatpur Wildlife Forest Division and the bee hives were counted to assess
the richness of biodiversity. Along with this, a list of the plant species observed by the workers was
prepared. From all this, extensive data has been collected about the biodiversity of the National Park and
the staff is very well aware.




2. Water paranda for birds

Water parandas were installed for birds in various police stations, other government offices and business
establishments all over Bharatpur district. In a water-stressed state like Rajasthan, such activities are
essential for the sustenance of avian biodiversity.

Training program

Under the joint aegis of Horticulture and Forestry College, Jhalawar and Government Post
Graduate College, Jhalawar, a workshop for the creation of People’s Biodiversity Register in Khanpur
sub-division was organized at Rajiv Gandhi Seva Kendra Bagher on 16.03.2021, funded by Rajasthan
State Biodiversity Board. Information pertaining to different species by taking a deep tour of Amjharmata
forest area was shared with the attendees.




Workshop for Biodiversity Management Committees

In collaboration with Rajasthan State Biodiversity Board, Jaipur, training workshops were organized in 6
clusters for information and awareness related to People’s Biodiversity Register (PBRs) for members and
office bearers of 50 Biodiversity Management Committees of Tonk district. In these workshops, the
members of Biodiversity Management Committees were made aware of their roles and responsibilities, as
well as the biological resources available in the Gram Panchayat were highlighted along with the benefits
of forest, flora and fauna and their economic importance. Information about the structure PBRs was shared
and the process to develop PBRs was discussed in detail. In this workshop, members of all Biodiversity
Management Committees were trained to identify flora and fauna.
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Plant identification training

The work of preparing the People’s Biodiversity Register of Smriti Van was started in Jaipur in the month
of September-October under the technical guidance of the Rajasthan State Biodiversity Board. Firstly, the
participants were asked to identify the trees. After that, all the identified trees and plants and related
necessary information was documented. Certificates were also provided to the participants.

With the objective of conservation of biodiversity, Government Shakambhar PG College, Sambhar
Lake (Jaipur) undertook the work of making PBRs in 20 Gram Panchayats and two municipal areas in
collaboration with experienced para-taxonomists and Rajasthan State Biodiversity Board.
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
